Although there may be some adjustments to the Show’s overall floorplan to allow for social 
distancing, The Palm Beach Show will feature the same level of prestigious exhibitors offering 
extraordinary collections of fine art, jewelry, silver, textiles, porcelain, Asian art, and more, ranging 
in date from the antiquities to the 20th century. Patrons can also expect the return of last year’s 
CONTEMPORARY FOCUS, immersive art installations and observational performance art.
